Ephesians 1

God has blessed us with every spiritual blessing
He chose us ... to be holy and without blame
He predestined us to adoption as sons

Christ redeemed us, forgave us

We have an inheritance, sealed with Holy Spirit
Prayer, that you may know the exceeding
greatness of His power




Ephesians 2

We were dead in sins

But God ... made us alive together with Christ,

raised us up together, made us sit together in the
heavenly places

We are saved by grace through faith, not works
We are created to walk in good works

In Christ, Jew and Gentile are united

He Himself is our peace




Ephesians 3

God had revealed the mystery to Paul

Paul was graciously given the mission to preach
Christ to the Gentiles

Prayer, that you may be strengthened through
His Spirit ... to know the love of Christ which
passes knowledge, filled with the fullness of God
To Him be glory in the church




Ephesians 4

Walk worthy of your calling: lowliness,
gentleness, longsuffering

Unity in the church, unity in God

Church leaders equip the saints for ministry

No longer be children, but grow up into Christ
Put off your former conduct; put on true
righteousness and holiness

Forgive one another, as God in Christ forgave you




Ephesians 5

Imitate God, walk in love

You were darkness, now you are light, walk as
children of light

Walk circumspectly, redeeming the time

Be filled with the Spirit

Submit to one another

Wife submit to husband; husband love wife as
Christ loved the church




Ephesians 6

Children obey and honor your parents

Fathers bring up children in the Lord
Bondservants obey your master, as to Christ
Masters do the same, don't threaten slaves

Be strong in the Lord, put on the whole armor
Stand firm, with the full armor, praying always
